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From the Little Acorn

Inside each acorn is one seed that could grow into a tree.

Acorns fall from the oak tree during autumn.
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Very few acorns
will start to grow

into a new tree.
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A Shoot Appears

The roots take up water and help the
new tree to stand firm.

The first part of the tree to appear

above the ground is a tiny shoot with
a stem and small green leaves.
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The shoot will continue to grow into a

young tree called a sapling.
